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Abstract: Text presenting the content in a synthetic way. Arial font, size 10, not exceeding 10 lines. Authors are encouraged to prepare high quality text in terms of spelling, grammar, scientific facts, etc. The content of each article, as well as its review and formatting is the sole responsibility of the authors. All articles approved and presented at the congress will appear in the Proceedings and will be open to dissemination and research, requiring only the source of the citation. Abstracts out of format will not be considered. The first author should send the abstract file in DOC and in English. The files should be named as follows:

GT1 without author and the first two words of the title;

GT1_with author and the first two words of the title.

Examples: GT1_without author, Luxury in ... and GT1_with author, Luxury in ...

That is, each expanded summary will have 2 files to forward.

The best research will appear in the book: Fashion Interfaces: the ODS in the Textile Chain and Fashion Industry.
Keywords: maximum 5 words.
1. Introduction
This expanded summary should describe the problem and purpose of the research presented. It should contain a brief description of the research methods used, their results, the analysis and conclusions.

The general rules are:
a) The research may be submitted by a maximum of 4 authors;

b) The title of the paper should not exceed one line. It will have Arial font, size 16 pt, bold, left indent;

c) The abstract text may not exceed 10 lines, Arial font and size 10 pt;

d) Text of maximum 4 pages. Arial font, size 12 pt for topics and 11 for body text;

e) Paragraphs shall be justified;

f) Page settings: A4 only, top margin 3.0 cm, bottom margin 2.0 cm, left 3.0 cm, right 2.0 cm. 1.5 line spacing, add 1 spacing after end of each paragraph. Use the Congress logo in the DOC heading.

g) Topics should be numbered and bold, Arial font, size 12 pt;

h) Numbered subtopics should be indented, keeping size 11 and there should be no line spacing between them;

i) Page numbering at the bottom right;
j) Not presented article will not be published.
2. Theoretical Approach
It should contain, briefly, a description of the main concepts and authors that underlie a research. The standard adopted is the Vancouver style, where citations must be indicated in numerical order, between mattresses, according to the order of text display, and the Arabic number is repeated as the same author citation repeats [1]. The same style should be noted in the bibliographic references as described in the last topic of this model.

2. 1 Figures
Each figure should be centered and its caption should contain a brief description, not exceeding one line as shown below. Subtitles should be centered below the figure and 
accompanied by the source reference. Figures should be numbered sequentially during text development (Figure 1, Figure 2, and so on).

2.2 Chart
Tables should be centered and numbered sequentially throughout the text (table 1., table 2., etc.). Subtitles should be placed at the top of the table followed by a period. Arial font table rules, size 10 and single line spacing.

Short text about the form of the research performed and the object of this research.
4. Analysis and Conclusion
Short text of the author (s).
5. Recognition and Thanks
Authors wishing to acknowledge assistance or encouragement from peers, or special work by technical staff or financial support from organizations should do so in this section.
6. Bibliographic references
Bibliographic references should be listed according to the order of appearance and indicated in the body of the paper by Arabic numbers in square brackets [1] and not by the author's last name.

For bibliographic references, the Vancouver numeric system should be used, where references are listed in numerical, non-alphabetical order. There must be a space between the reference number [1] and the beginning of the reference text. The sequence follows the order as the authors were cited. Example: The first reference of the first author receives [1], the second author, [2] and the third, [3].

Example of presentation formatting of references:
Bibliographic references [1] SILVA, A. B. Title of work, edition, place / city: publisher, year.

[2] According to ABNT norms for citation of book references, book chapters, conference papers, magazines, dissertations, theses, among others.
